📌 Must clearly answer:

· What is the problem?

· Why does it matter now?

· What should policymakers do?

Purpose: In-depth analysis of a policy issue.

Length: 3000–5000 words

Structure:
· Abstract (150–200 words)

· Keywords (4–6)

· Introduction

· Context & Literature Review

· Methodology (if empirical)

· Analysis

· Implications for Policy & Practice

· Conclusion

· References (APA 7th edition)

C. Policy Case Study

Purpose: Document and evaluate policy implementation.

Length: 2500–4000 words

Structure:
· Policy Background

· Implementation Framework

· Outcomes & Impact Assessment

· Challenges

· Lessons Learned

· Scalability & Replicability

· Policy Recommendations

Encouraged:

· Data tables

· Comparative analysis

· Before–after evidence

· Institutional insights

3. Writing Style & Expectations

· Evidence-based and data-driven

· Avoid excessive jargon

· Use clear policy language

· Include recent data (preferably last 5–7 years)

· Provide India-specific or regionally relevant examples where possible

· Use headings and sub-headings for readability

Tone:
✔ Analytical
✔ Constructive
✔ Solution-oriented
✘ Avoid purely theoretical discussion without practical implications

4. Formatting Guidelines

· Font: Times New Roman

· Size: 12 pt

· Line spacing: 1.5

· Margins: 1 inch

· Word format (.doc/.docx)
· Tables/Figures numbered consecutively: 
· Maximum 3 tables and 4 figures 

· Must be cited in text

· Provide source below each table/figure

· Provide source for all secondary data

· Include access date if no publication date.

· Provide DOI when available.

6. Ethical & Transparency Requirements

Authors must declare:

· Conflict of interest

· Funding sources

· Data availability (if empirical study)

· AI-assisted writing disclosure (if applicable)

· Ethical clearance (where required)

Plagiarism tolerance: Maximum 10% similarity.

7. Submission Procedure/requirements

· File naming format

· Manuscript file name format:

· ORCID

· Authors are encouraged to provide their ORCID ID at the time of submission.

· Declaration form: Submit signed declaration form
